Year 6 Marwell Zoo Trip

Dear Parent / Carer

We are delighted to inform you that Year 6 will be visiting Marwell Zoo as part of our Science curriculum this term. This exciting educational visit will provide the children with a valuable opportunity to deepen their understanding of key scientific concepts through real-life experiences.
During the visit, pupils will take part in a 45-minute educational workshop focused on:
Adaptation and Evolution – Children will explore how animals adapt to their environments and learn about the evolutionary processes that influence survival.
In addition to the workshop, pupils will have the opportunity to explore the zoo in small, supervised groups, observing a wide range of species and applying their classroom learning in a meaningful context.
Travel
We will be leaving school at 9:00 promptly. If your child is not here by this time, they will be spending the day doing learning in another classroom. Our estimated arrival time back at school is 3:00pm. Should we be any later, the school office will let you know. 
If your child suffers from travel sickness, then please let their class teacher know and you may need to fill in a medication form for them to take it for the return journey. If your child would like to bring a book, fidget toy or notepad to keep them occupied on the coach then that is fine; however, we ask for no electronics please! 
We would recommend that children do not bring a mobile phone into school on this day as it will need to be kept in their lockers, meaning they will have to go back into school to retrieve it when we get back.
Lunch
Children will need to bring a packed lunch for this trip. If your child requires a school meal, please let them or the class teacher know, and they will be able to order one in advance. We will be eating in a lunchroom in Marwell Zoo which has been reserved for us.
Clothing
Children should wear their normal school uniform for the trip. As there will be an element of walking to the trip, if your child would prefer to wear trainers then that is fine. 
The cost of the trip will be £20.05 per child to cover the cost of the coach and workshop.  If your child is in receipt of free school meals and you would like support with the cost, please let our finance team know the amount you can contribute. The email address is finance@stpeters.dsat.org.uk. You can provide consent and payment through the parent portal under trips. Please log into Arbor to give permission for your child to attend by Tuesday 17th March. 
Please note that, where there are not enough voluntary contributions, and there is no way to make up the shortfall then we will have no choice but to cancel.
