We are excited to announce that we have organised a fantastic educational visit to Longleat. This trip will build upon the science enquiry question explored during the autumn term, “How are animals the same and different?” The visit will provide a valuable opportunity for pupils to consolidate their previous learning, deepen their understanding, and further develop their knowledge through first-hand experiences.
Travel Information:
The trip will take place on Monday 16th March 2026. The coaches will be departing at 9:00am so it is important that your child arrives to school on time at 8:30am. We are aiming to be back at school by 3:00pm but we will be sure to contact you if that becomes later due to traffic. Should your child suffer from travel sickness, please let their class teacher know in advance. Clothing:
All children need to come to school in warm clothes as we will be outside for most of the day. We suggest a warm coat, hat and gloves. If rain is forecast, they should also bring a waterproof coat. Children must wear their uniform but will be permitted to wear trainers for comfort as the trip will involve walking. The school will provide high-vis vests to all children, so they are easily identifiable.

Food:
A free school picnic lunch will be provided and ordered the week before. A reminder that packed lunches should not include any products that contain nuts.

Payment and consent
